Introduction

The Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT) under the Government of
India has launched various initiatives, among which Ease of Doing Business (EoDB) is a major
and ambitious initiative. The objective of EODB is to create a favorable business environment
across states and union territories in India through various structural reforms. These reforms are
categorized under the Business Reforms Action Plan (BRAP).

As per the Business Reforms Action Plan (BRAP)-2024, discussions with the Revenue
Department covered the following three aspects:

1. Integration of ‘Change in Land Use’ with MAITRI-SWS
2. Procedure document for ‘Change in Land Use’
3. Dashboard for ‘Change in Land Use’

According to Sections 42(A), (B), (C), (D), and 44-A of the Maharashtra Land Revenue Code,
1966, no permission is required for using land for non-agricultural purposes. However, as per
these provisions, landowners are required to obtain a Non-Agricultural (NA) Use Certificate,
which involves procedural formalities and time delays similar to obtaining non-agricultural use
permission. The government has realized this issue and is considering amending the
Maharashtra Land Revenue Code, 1966, to remove the provision of obtaining a Non-Agricultural
Use Certificate.

Government Resolution

The Government of Maharashtra is in the process of amending Sections 42(A), (B), (C), (D), and
44-A of the Maharashtra Land Revenue Code, 1966, to remove the requirement for a Non-
Agricultural Use Certificate. However, as this amendment process will take some time, it has
been decided that, in the interim, industries intending to use land for industrial purposes will
not be required to obtain a Non-Agricultural Use Certificate.

Industries intending to use land for industrial purposes must obtain development permission
from the competent planning authority. Alternatively, once the planning authority approves the
construction plans, a copy of the approval should be submitted to the respective village
revenue office for necessary entries in the land records. Upon receiving such information, the
village revenue officers must promptly update the land records.
