4. Compendium for roles & responsibilities on PM GatiShakti Nation Master
Plan issued by DPIIT

Introduction

PM Gatishakti is a national initiative announced by the central government on October 13, 2021.
Institutional framework and GIS data based digital platform are two major components to
implement the initiative. PM Gati Shakti is a national initiative launched with the objective of
aggregating projects for multi-modal connectivity through planning and implementation of
infrastructure connectivity projects by various ministries including National Plans, Railways,
Highways, Ships etc. The objective of the initiative is to strengthen India's position in global
trade, ensure smooth movement of goods, generate employment and boost countrywide
economic development by attracting investment. The key six pillars of PM dynamics include
prioritization, analytical, optimization, coordination, inclusiveness and mobility, leading to
integrated planning and coordination, efficient project management, promotion of economic
growth, enhanced connectivity, environmental and social sustainability, public-private
partnership (PPP) management. It will help to be smooth. The initiative will be instrumental in
ensuring quality improvement plan (QIP), data quality restructuring and efficient planning
mechanism to achieve the desired objectives. Also the National Logistics Policy 2022 (NLP)
has been announced and the National Master Plan (NMP) of PM Gati Shakti is complementary
to the said plan.

In accordance with the said project, every state should compile state level data and prepare a
state master plan and upload the said plan on BISAG-N (Bhaskaracharya National Institute for
Space Application & Geo-informatics) GIS portal Special Secretary (Logistics), Commerce and
Industry Ministry, Government of India under Reference No. 1 was given in lieu of letters.
Accordingly on 17/02/2022 Hon. As per the decision taken in the meeting chaired by the Chief
Secretary, the Empowered Group of Secretaries (EGoS), Network Planning Group (NPG),
Technical Support Unit (TSU) are under reference for effective implementation of PM Gati
Shakti National Master Plan. No. 2 have been established as per Government Decision. It
defines the roles and responsibilities of committee members along with their roles.

2. Hon. In the meeting chaired by the Chief Secretary on 22/06/2023, emphasis was placed on
adoption of Gatishakti Portal in various sectors and departments and instructions were given to
amend the Government Decision dated 13/04/2022 to include new stakeholders in the existing
institutional framework.

3. Logistics Division of Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT) vide
reference no.4 As per instructions given for planning and implementation of infrastructure
under compilation concerned departments Inclusion of members, revision of terms of reference



and responsibilities of the said committees, role of state departments, criteria for priority project
status and establishment of district coordination committee are suggested. Accordingly, Hon.
Considering the instructions given by the Chief Secretary in the meeting dated 22/06/2023 as
well as the instructions given by the Logistics Department of DPIIT as per compilation vide
reference no.2 Government decision is being ratified. Amended Integrated Government
Decision taking into account the revised instructions of the Central Government

Government Resolution:

The government approval is being given to the change the members of institutional frameworks,
roles and responsibilities of the committees, role of state departments, criteria for priority
project status, formulation of district coordination committees for better implementation of PM
GatiShakti State Master Plan.

1. District Coordinating Committee:

A District Coordination Committee shall be established, providing District Officials with access
to information and tools for infrastructure planning, including the NMP and SMP. This initiative
aims to expedite project implementation by addressing issues including land acquisition,
clearances, utility shifting coordination, administrative support etc., Training, capacity building,
and geo-tagging support will be provided by the Logistics Division with assistance from BISAG-
N. As per the PM GatiShakti compendium, the funding from the 15" Finance Commission Grants
supports capacity building and IT infrastructure at the Urban Local Body (ULB) and Rural Local
Body (RLB) levels. The Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs (MoHUA) and Ministry of
Panchayati Raj are urged to establish professional pools at the ULB/Zila Parishad level for
enhanced GIS-based planning, ensuring efficient data management and utilization for social
sector and infrastructure planning.

The district coordination committees are to be established with the following composition
mentioned in the table b. This will facilitate quick and easy access to information by District
Officials who will be trained to visualize data layers and use the NMP and SMP for infrastructure
planning and implementation. In addition, resolution of issues including land acquisition,
clearances, utility shifting coordination, administrative support etc., can be expedited and time
bound project implementation can be facilitated. These District Committees will be an integral
part of the State nodal agency, to ensure alignment with state-level objectives and regular
reporting for oversight. For implementation at district level, capacity building, dedicated cell
with a pool of professionals at ULBs/ Zilla Parishad level to augment the GIS based planning
and implementation can be made available under 15" Finance Commission grants. The Terms
of Reference of the District Coordination Committee as directed by Gol are as follows:

a) Proposed Terms of Reference of the District Coordination Committee:
i. Adoption of PM GatiShakti for project planning and implementation at District / Local level.
ii. Inter-agency coordination.

iii. Resolution of issues raised by project implementing agencies including land acquisition,
clearances, utility shifting coordination, administrative support etc.

iv. This committee shall furnish requisite support to the nodal agency in preparing the status
reports by providing the necessary data and shall share the status reports of district ongoing tasks
and actions undertaken under PM GatiShakti at district level.

v. The said committee will meet monthly

TSU Comprising head technical officers or Subject Matter Experts (SMEs)/Domain Experts
(DEs), along with the potential inclusion of Young Professionals, the TSU ensures effective
scheme implementation at the grassroots level, with the determination of officer requirements




left to the discretion of departments. A review meeting every 15 days or 1 month is preferred.
The detailed responsibilities are as follows:

Assist the Empowered Group of Secretaries (EGoS), National Planning Group (NPG) in
integrating various sectoral works.

Comprehensive project appraisal and preparation of reports on recommendations.

To upload the departmental data on PM GatiShakti portal through MRSAC/ BiSAG-N as

per the Standard Operating Procedure (SOP).

Support the development of individual portals, tools/mobile apps, and data management

under Quality Improvement Plan (QIP).

Identify projects, which are vital or critical from the departmental perspective.

Support the training and capacity building across line Departments in the States/UTs.

Undertake data-based analytics for effective decision making.

Integration of interconnected multimodal network transport and infrastructure for efficient

movement of people, goods, and services.

Standardization through streamlining of processes and digital information for increasing

productivity across different sectors.

Integrated planning of multimodal connectivity to various economic zones, social assets,

tourism spots, etc.

Network Planning Group (NPG): -

NPG comprises of head of the departments / organizations of the state government, with the
primary objective of unified planning and integration of the proposals and assist the EGOS
in respect of its mandate. NPG will facilitate regular interactions between the stakeholders to
maximize the utilization of the PM GatiShakti portal's capabilities for effective and efficient
ultilisation of the available resources. A review meeting every month is preferred. The
detailed responsibilities are as follows:

Project Appraisal: Various departments of the state identify projects for consideration
under ‘Priority Projects’ status according to established criteria (Discussed under No.6).
These projects shall have fast-tracked approvals from other departments and are
monitored throughout their implementation timelines and resolving the issues hindering
them. The committee should ensure that during project appraisal, representatives from
other departments participate in identifying essential projects to bridge the gaps in
physical and social infrastructure in and around the project, avoid duplication of works
and holistic development of any region. To ensure that, a post-project analysis reports are
to be submitted for future reference.
Critical Projects Recommendations: Recommend critical multimodal connectivity
projects, even those not recommended by any specific sector, to ensure proper integration.
Monitoring via GIS: Utilize the GIS platform-based system to monitor all interventions
within the Master Plan.
To review ongoing activities, resolving departmental issues in implementation, support
execution (via TSU) of PMGS project in the state
To prepare periodic reports for EGOS review.

State Master Plan: To establish vision, goals and objectives for implementation of the
PMGS project across the state.

Implementation Review: Review and monitor the implementation of strategic plans and
policies to ensure efficiency.

Framework and Norms: Adopt a framework and norms for undertaking any amendments

to existing plans and policies.

Project Coordination: Coordinate changes in projects included in specific action plans

within the prescribed framework and norms.

Directive Issuance: Issue appropriate directions to achieve objectives and ensure

compliance with guiding principles of strategic plans, addressing the requirements of

relevant sectors.

Demand-Side Interventions: Identify and implement interventions required to meet

demand efficiently, particularly for the transport and logistics needs of various sectors.

5. Role of State Departments:

Every state department to upload relevant data layers/ assets on the respective individual

portals in PM GatiShakti portal and validate the data pertaining to their respective Departments

on the PM GatiShakti National Master Plan (NMP) /State Master Plan (SMP) platforms (as

per guidelines under the SOP developed for QIP) with support of state Nodal Agency (MIDC).
Each department is required to appoint a nodal officer who will liaise with the nodal agency
to ensure synchronized collaboration. These nodal officers will be accountable for ensuring
accurate uploading, integration, and mapping of their department's data inputs on the NMP
using the dedicated applications provided by BISAG-N. The ownership and responsibility
of data on individual portals, including the quality of data, lies with individual line
departments.

» Line Departments with support of BISAG-N can develop tools and mobile apps on portals,
on a need basis.

» Use NMP/SMP for infrastructure planning and connectivity for project development, duly
using principles of PM GatiShakti.

» Plan for the development of the surrounding area of a project during the appraisal process
for comprehensive social and infrastructure planning and adopt a holistic and integrated
approach to area-based development when planning projects in a particular area.

* Encourage collaboration between different departments to achieve cohesive and
sustainable development in project areas.

» Concerned Departments/Agencies may develop a time-bound implementation plan,
including prioritization.

6. Criteria for the Priority projects status
The proposed projects to be planned to use the PM GatiShakti portal or projects suggested by

departments with a completed Detailed Project Report (DPR) to be uploaded on the portal and
adhering to the criteria mentioned below are appraised for Priority Projects status.
